ON when System is not ready or has failed 

4. FAN switch: switches the fan ON/OFF 

(Please Note: High temperatures reduce the lifetime of HDDs!) 
5. FAN LED:  

ON when switched on (no fan failure control) 

6. Power switch:  
Switches the internal power supply ON/OFF 

7. Power supply LED:  
ON when power is supplied and the device is switched ON.  
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HDD Installation   

1. Please open the front door 

2. Attach the plastic frame to each of the 
front of the HDDs as shown using 4 of 
the supplied screws  

3. Slide the HDDs into the enclosure 
from the front, taking care that 

the SATA HDD connectors 
correctly fit into the 
SATA backplane 
connectors  

4. Make sure the plastic 
HDD frame handle locks 

into the metal panels at 
each side as shown

Multiplier Controller that connects multiple SATA HDDs to a host system over a single 
eSATA cable. It requires the host computer to be equipped with a SATA controller that 
supports the Port Multiplier Specification. For optimum operation a fully compliant SATA II 
controller with external eSATA Port and up to date drivers is required.  

Before you connect the Quad Drive eSATA Enclosure to your system please install the 
Silicon Image utility programs from the enclosed Utility CD on your computer. For storage 
policies please refer to the Silicon Image QIG Quick Installation Guide or the Silicon Image 
Manager User Guide on the enclosed Utility disk.
